TT DMV Regulations

Out of the blue and with no prior consultation the 
Tall Tails estate has established a Department of 
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Motor Vehicles (DMV).

Every single user of TT roads must now display 
a valid (and unique) licence plate and follow 
the published law. All vehicles are subject to 
inspections from TT Ponizei and TT Army officials.

In addition there are now rules on the length, 
weight and width of vehicles. Every road user is 
responsible for complying with these new rules 
published on the DMV website.

On a brighter note, the number plates are a 
wonderful unique design consisting of three emojis 
and as the regulations state, “may be vulgar in 
nature.”

The TT Fire Dept wow with their 
Expo and live demonstrations.

Hot uniforms, hot machines and hot burning 
flames... what more could you wish for? Visitors 
didn’t really know what to expect from this event 
but were impressed by the live demonstrations of 
the extensive range of equipment on display.

The team scheduled two events to cover both 
European and North America time zones.

The Euro event was led by Cookie and Shay and 
supported by pro pilots Loren and Essov. Sadly the 
stoats were not available for the Euro event but I 
understand that they came out of their underground  
dens for the North America event.

Interview with the Kermit

She is a TT Trainer and chief of Ponizei. She 
dominates most of the event leader tables on the 
estate. She is strongly associated with the colour 
green, which earned her the nickname Kermit. 
She can be so laser focused and relentless in her 
quest for perfection and correction that a ‘Get Out 
of Axelle Free’ pass is a real thing. She is French. 
She wears a distinctive flower in her hair. Can you 
guess who it is yet?  Yes, its Axelle Beorn and she 
needs no further introduction to the citizens of TT.  

And let us not forget the TT mantra, “Keep calm 
and blame Axelle.”

A Gazette interview with Axelle is long overdue 
and I am thrilled to finally bring it to you. 

Q: I am not going to ask your favourite colour 
because that is a boring question and we all 
know the answer anyway - but we are curious 
to understand how your whole association with 
‘green’ started. Please can you explain?

A: Back in 2018, Fleur was looking to change 
her colours as a lot of ponies were using red and 
black. She tried a few different combinations 
without success.

But on 1st August 2018 Vanish Aker suggested 
white and green as a combination, so naturally, 
Fleur settled on green and white and I followed 
suit in green and black.

Q: You have a habit of fainting....

A: Devi... there is more! The story of green 
does not end there! People noticed the similarity 
between Fleur’s tack and the old Polizei colours 
and Fleur got sent the following picture that gave 
birth to the Ponizei.

Q: You have a habit of fainting when you are 
shocked or surprised… and this has been 
actually somewhat catching, with the condition 
now widespread amongst TT citizens.  Were 
you the first or did you catch this condition 
from someone else? 

A: I can’t remember who gave me the gesture 
but it was someone at PFS and I popularised it by 
giving it to everyone. So yes I think I was the first 
to adopt it properly.

Q: It’s been a busy year for the Ponizei… The 
Ponizei managed to convict the pony thief, the 
graffiti vandals and the leader behind the pony 
drugging incidents. Do you have any particular 
highlights about these investigations you want 
to call out?

A: This is a vast question, I am not sure how to 
answer. Obviously don’t write this, but I will say 
that I am often amazed what people come up with 
and how far they go. I suppose what sticks out 
most in my mind was the anti-Axelle ‘art’ from 

the anti-establishment graffiti artists. They really 
took me by surprise. The one that I particularly 
remember is one with me doing a middle finger.

Q: Despite all the high profile convictions this 
year, Rebel seems to be a constant thorn in your 
side, do you think she will ever be properly 
captured and brought to justice? 

A: Only her true rival can stop her. Her nemesis. 
Her archenemy, Fleur.

Q: It has been commented that there appear to 
be a lot less Ponizei patrols recently on the TT 
roads and bridleways. With the introduction of 
regulations from the newly formed DMV (TT 
Dept of Motor Vehicles), can we expect to see 
more patrols again? 

A: All that is required for patrols, are volunteers 
and criminals. Volunteers just need to step forward, 
criminals just need to be invented!

Q: Will there be any legal consequences for 
Danna as a result of the environmental disaster 
known as ‘The Flattening’ where lots of stoats 
lost their dens?

A: Oh simples. The consequence is public shaming 
in a public (but secret) location. Molly erected 
the monument so we never forget, and she never 
forgets.

Q: Do you have any tips for budding Ponizei 
recruits? What do you look for in a recruit and 
how can they sign up? 

A: They need to be proactive. Start an investigation

patrols, these can be done whenever, but they 
should take a Ponizei member with them. 

Q: Is there some kind of Ponizei crime hotline 
concerned TT citizens can call?

A: Yes so zero points for observation Devi. Next 
question?

Q: You are known for wearing a distinctive 
flower in your hair, what type of flower is it and 
what is the story behind it?

A: The flower is an hibiscus*. In 2018, at an 
unnamed pony’s first Flower event, Aida had the 
idea of making her put a flower in her hairs. She 
searched and searched, tried a few styles until she 
found one she liked. Then she kept it, the pony 
was named Fleur de Lune and Axelle adopted the 
flower to wear in her hair as well. 

Q: What are your views on the infamous taser 
ban of 2021? Has this impacted Ponizei ability 
to arrest and detain suspects?  Have you 
managed to secure alternative tools for Ponizei 
use?

A: We swapped for rubber guns- Sin’s boom booms 
and cattle prods.

Q: No one (least of all me) is going to doubt 
your credentials as a trainer, but there was 
both surprise and amusement when it came to 
light you had no formal sign offs. Do you have 
any particular lows or highs you want to tell us 
about? 

A: Some TT Founders were made trainers from 
the start because there was no sign-off process on 
day one of TT.
